Legend of Stonemason Asadal and His Wife Asanyeo

Longing for Asadal who put all his efforts into completing Dabotap Pogoda in
Bulguksa Temple and making Seokgatap Pagoda, his wife Asanyeo followed
what a head monk at the temple asked her to wait until a pagoda was
completed and the shadow of the pagoda would be reflected on a pond. So she
waited for the pond. A legend says that while Asanyeo unknowingly saw the
illusory pagoda and run into the pond, Asadal completed Seokgatap Pagoda,
came to see his wife at Yeongji where she had waited for him, found that his
wife was dead, and also jumped into the pond. After that, it is called Yeongji
because the shadow of the pagoda is reflected on the pond when she waited
for her husband. Around pine forests at the pond, Seated Stone Buddha of
Yeongji still remains to be said to pray for the two souls.
